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Introduction:  

This manual would i) enable the computer operators and GIS technicians of the Tiger Reserves and 

other territorial Forest Divisions to install the MSTrIPES software, ii) assist them to enter Ecological 

(Phase I) data and, iii) enhance their proficiency on how to address some of the difficulties they might 

encounter while using the program. This manual also makes the users familiar with some additional 

guideline manuals appended in different Annexures of the current document. Users can access and 

download all these supporting materials from mstripes.in.    

1. Installing Program MSTrIPES 

Please refer to Annexure I of this manual (Page 5) for the steps need to be followed 

while installing MSTrIPES in a computer.   

2. The version of the software being used is older than 01-12-2017  

 

For such cases, bug fixes provided in mstripes.in not applied and the issues prior to bug fixes 

gets reported from the data entry operators. The data entry operator needs to update the 

software from mstripes.in. (See the screenshot of mstripes.in for updating the software).  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3. The names of beats are missing in the drop-down list of the software but are present in 

the customized shapefiles. 

 

Such issues are reported when the database has not been updated and data entry is being 

carried out. The name of beats appearing in the shapefiles do not match with the database. 

The computer operator needs to remove the old entries and enter the data afresh after 

updating the software and the database from mstripes.in. Refer to óRestore database 

manualô (Annexure II of this manual; Page 38).  

 

4. Before field exercise and/or data entry, the user should check the mstripes.in for the 

latest updates and should update the App, desktop and database without fail.  
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5. Ecological data being entered manually into patrol module 

 

The data entry operator should be cautious while entering data and should enter the 

data in the appropriate module. Ecological data erroneously entered in patrol or any 

other module needs to be re-entered. 

 

6. Importing of data from mobile app into desktop stops at 15% and throws SQL server 

error.  

 

The data is being imported from an old version of the mobile app. Such datasets cannot 

be imported, please update the App and data needs to be re-collected. 

 

7. Importing of data from mobile app into desktop stops at 15% and says óAccess Deniedô.  

 

The problem can be solved by giving óFull Accessô to the folder from where the data is 

imported or the user account must be given administrator rights.  

 

8. After entering mock datasets, and subsequently after updating the database clears all 

old data from MSTRIPES. 

 

The answer is NO, the associated shapefiles are present as orphan files within the 

software. The ideal way of removing the mock dataset is to delete the same from the 

delete buttons provided in the óTrail detailô and óTransect Detailô pages respectively and 

then if required the database may be updated and data entry should be started.  

 

9. The mock data has been synced with server and is currently locked.  

 

PLEASE DO NOT DO THIS. Keep the computer / laptop in offline mode (without internet 

connection) to avoid this.  

 

10. Getting wrong length of trails/transect walked.  

 

The software being used is earlier than the update provided during the mid of January 

2018. But still in case data entry has been done we have a customized tool to recalculate 

and correct the same and is available on request to Tiger Cell (tigercell@wii.gov.in) and 

is run under supervision. 

 

11. The software stops at 82% while importing GIS Data.  

 

The pre-requisite file present in the installation directory needs to be rerun and while 

installing visual fox pro the option óEveryoneô must be selected. Refer to 82% error 

manual (Annexure III, page 66). 

 

12.  The software cannot connect to local server after re-starting the PC. 

 

Go to Run, and type óSERVICES.MSCô. A new window would open, scroll down for sql 

server express and click start. Close window and connect to server. The other work 

around would be to start working with MSTRIPES five minutes after re-booting the 

system to allow the services to start automatically.

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13. The operator needs to take the backup of data every month. In case there is some 

update in the database due to changes in the division, range or beat boundaries and 

the operator wants to merge the old data with this new updated information. 

 

PLEASE DO NOT DO THIS. THE DATA WOULD NOT BE ANALYZABLE as the codes in 

the new database is modified as per the new shapefile. Even if import is working fine, 

but internally it is attaching to the wrong locations. 

 

14. The division office is having an updated software while the range office is having an 

older version of the software (prior to the date of customization of the shapefiles). The 

range data is merged on the datasets at the division office.  

 

PLEASE DO NOT DO THIS. THE DATA WOULD NOT BE ANALYZABLE as the codes in 

the new database is modified as per the customized shapefile. Even if import is working 

fine, but internally it is attaching to the wrong locations. Please ensure that Project Tiger 

(Circle) office, Division office and Range office should have the same updated versions 

of the software and database installed.  

 

15. How do I receive updates related to the software? 

 

The updates are available on the website óMSTRIPES.INô. Before field exercise and/or 

data entry, the user should check the mstripes.in for the latest updates and should 

update the App, desktop and database without fail.  

 

 

Some Additional General Guidelines 

ü Ecological data includes information collected under 8 daysô protocol (sign survey, line 

transect, habitat plots & pellet count and vulture form).  

ü Always Run MSTrIPES as RUN AS ADMINISTRATOR. 

ü Most important point- before entering any data you should import GIS data (shapefile) 

downloaded from our server i.e. mstripes.in (refer to Annexure IV, page 70)  

ü For ecological module no registration is required. 

ü Sign-survey and Transect-Plots data should be entered in Ecological Module only. 

Please check before entering the data, do not enter the ecological data in Patrol Module. 

ü Before entering the data manually, please check the co-ordinates (Lat-Long) that it lays 

in your area only. 

ü While entering the data manually, please make sure that you enter the correct time and 

date. 

ü After completing manual entry please do next and enter the details than you can close 

the MSTrIPES. If you donôt enter the details and close the MSTrIPES you will lose your 

all data entered, have to enter it again. 

ü In Transect details all the plots will be entered in replicate 1 only. If in datasheet it is in 

replicate 2 or 3 than also you will enter it in replicate 1 only. 

ü For mobile import- In windows 7 you have created one folder on desktop and give all 

the permission to the folder than copy the Ecological_back folder in that particular 

folder. 

ü For show on Maps- after importing from mobile close the MSTrIPES and then open it 

again, go to trail details and click on show on maps. 

ü After you are done with entering all the data, for back up-you can go back and click on 

Backup option in administrative module and take full back up.
